The air supply should be
clean and dry, preferably
lubricated. For best results, drain
the moisture from your compressor
daily.

Tool Application and Usa ge
Portable tools shall be used only for
the purposes intended in their design
and within the capacity for which they
were intended and rated. It shall be
the tool owner’s and/or employer’s
responsibility to instruct each operator
in the safe use of the tool. Tools shall
not be used without guards and safety

devices as furnished by the manufac-
turer. Where an air tool is modified or
altered, the modifier shall provide the
safeguards to enable it to be safely used
in the operations intended and to comply
with any applicable provisions as
contained in ANSI B186.1.

Tool Installation
Pressure regulators shall be used to limit
air pressure to the rated pressure where
the supply pressure exceeds the tool’s
rated pressure. Air hoses and lines shall
be relieved of compressed air before
being disconnected or disjointed, unless
there is automatic valve closing protec-
tion at the joint being separated. Syn-
thetic lubricants which can cause
deterioration of elastomer seals shall not
be used in air systems of air tools.

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Chisel Installation and Removal
To install or remove chisels # 23, 24 or 25:

1 Disconnect the tool from the air supply.

2. Remove the housing (# 17) by turning counter clockwise with an open end wrench.

3. Remove or install the desired chisel # 23, 24 or 25 from/into the open nose at the front of the
housing (#17).

4. Reassemble the housing (#17) by tightening clockwise with an open end wrench.

5. Check for proper operation.

To remove or install the stylus (Pen Chisel) # 15:

1. Disconnect the tool from the air supply.

2. Using an adjustable open end wrench turn the spring ball lock (# 18) counter clockwise to its
unlocked position.

3. Remove or install pen chisel (# 15) by pulling out off/or pushing into the open nose at the front
of the tool.

4. Using an adjustable open end wrench turn the spring ball (#18) clockwise to its locked position
5. Check for proper operation.
